1.   Call to Order, Pledge of Allegiance:
The public meeting opened at 7:03pm.  In attendance were Linda Lorkiewicz, David Harrigan, Edward Bazinet, William Scanlan, Town Planner, Michelle Jervis, Clerk and Dani Marini from CMRPC.  Richard Clark, Jeff Murray and Nicole LeBlanc were absent. 
Edward Bazinet motioned to approve the minutes of 1/4/2023.   David Harrigan seconded.  Unanimous Vote.
Review Draft Maps:

Dani Marini prepared nine (9) maps for discussion.  
Map 1: The Regional Context Map simply shows where the Town of Dudley is located in the State of Massachusetts.  It states Dudley is approximately 48 miles from Boston, MA., 30 miles to Springfield, MA and 15 miles to Worcester, MA.  

Map 2: Environmental Justice Map – Based on the 2020 census data a large concentration of minority/mixed category shows on the map.  The State would like the town to reach those areas; also there much be other underserved populations since the census is not always accurate.  A member pointed out that Wieloch Pond shows it is still there on the map and all were informed that the dam was breached several years ago.  

Map 3 – Zoning Districts – Basic zoning map showing the districts and what is allowed and not allowed.  

Map 4 – Soils and Geologic Features – This map features the soil layout based on how the soils drain in Dudley.  

Map 5 – Unique Features – All agreed it was a good map.  Mr. Scanlan requested the Black Tavern be included since it is on the National Register of Historic Places.  

Map 6 – Water Resources Map 1 – This map shows high yield and medium yield aquifers. 

Map 7 – Water Resources – Shows, lakes, ponds, rivers, etc. 

Map 8 – Open Space Inventory – This includes town owned land, undeveloped land, Chapter land etc. 

Map 9 – Habitat Features – Shows vernal pools, Core Habitat and Critical Natural Landscape. Regarding all the maps omitted items were discussed and will be inserted in an updated version.  
Public Forum – The Public Forum for the Open Space and Recreation Plan will be on March 23, 2023 @ 6:00 at the library.  The doors will open at 5:45pm with food.  The presentation will begin at 6:00pm.  She will include the survey results and a draft of the goals and objectives along with maps to mark up.  All agreed that five (5) stations will be set up:  Open Space, Environmental, Agricultural and the Dudley Conservation Land Trust.  The next meeting is February 27, 2023.  After the Public Forum and Action Plan will be drafted.  All agreed to invite the Recreation Commission to get them involved.  

Edward Bazinet motioned to adjourn at 8:35pm.  Linda Lorkiewicz seconded.  Unanimous Vote.
