1.   Call to Order, Pledge of Allegiance:

Meeting of Tuesday, October 11, 2022. Open session - The meeting was called to order at 6:36pm. In attendance were Kerry Cyganiewicz, John Marsi, Jason Johnson, Steven Sullivan and Mark Landry.  Also present were Jonathan Ruda, Town Administrator and Michelle Jervis, Administrative Secretary. 

2. Public Comments:  Dudley Woman’s Club – Update on Fundraiser for playground – Deb LaPlaca, representing the Dudley Woman’s Club, came before the Board.  She stated that her organization has a website dedicated to the fundraiser.  They mailed over 200 letters to businesses asking for donations until June 30, 2023, and at that time they will turn over the funds.  At this time, less expenses, they have received $1,500.00.  McGee Toyota donated $500 and Park n’ Shop donated $200.  Smaller donations have been sent by parents who want to see the playground reopen.  The Greatest Hits Cannabis has pledged $10,000 and her organization is working hard on this event.  Jon Ruda stated that the Recreation Commission needs to have a conversation and meet with the FAA regarding the request for $380,000.  If it’s defeated, we will have to wait, and a larger conversation will need to take place.  If the article it is passed over at town meeting the town can take the fundraiser funds and add it to the amount needed for reopening the space.  All thanked Ms. LaPlaca for her attendance. 

3. Betterment Order for Partridge Hill Rd.  Mr. Ruda stated that this is part of the acceptance of the portion of Partridge Hill Rd. that will be charged a betterment for the repairing of the private road. 
 Kerry Cyganiewicz motioned: Whereas, the Town of Dudley, acting by and through its Board of Selectmen, on this 11th day of October 2022, here by adopts the following Order:
Order:  In accordance with G.L c.80§1, The Road Betterment Bylaw, Chapter 257, Article 5, of the Town Code, and any and all other authority appertaining, that the properties benefiting from the roadway improvements (the “Properties”)  to be made to the unaccepted portion of Partridge Hill Road, as shown on a plan entitled “Partridge Hill Betterment Program” and attached hereto as Appendix B, shall be assessed the cost of said improvement, and that the statement of this Order be recorded with the Worcester South District Registry of Deeds.  The Properties that will received from this improvement a benefit or advantage beyond the general advantage to the community and betterment as to be assessed therefore in the amounts set forth in Appendix C, attached hereto and incorporated herein. 

The total cost of said improvement projects, including construction, engineering and preparation of as built and street layout plans and documents, is estimated to cost no more than One Hundred Five Thousand 00/100 Dollars ($105,000.00), or Ten Thousand Five Hundred Dollars (10,500.00) per Property, as authorized by Town Meeting in its approval of Article 17 on the Annual Town Meeting warrant of May 24, 2022.  Work shall take place in accordance with the scope of work prepared by the Dudley Highway Superintendent, attached as part of the written and signed Order as Appendix A.  The extent of the work is from Station 10+30 to Station 19+80 of the approved subdivision plan as depicted on the plan attached to the written and signed Order as Appendix B, and I so move. John Marsi seconded.  Unanimous 5-0.
Kerry Cyganiewicz motioned to adjourn into Executive Session at 6:49pm under MGL Chapter 30A§21(a)(2) – To conducts strategy sessions in preparations for negotiations with non-union personnel or to conduct collective bargaining sessions or contract negotiations with non-union personnel, and not to reconvene into public session unless otherwise specified. John Marsi seconded.
