Some matters have been taken out of agenda order but were typed up in agenda order for ease of locating information when necessary.

1. Open Meeting, Call to Order, Pledge of Allegiance:

 The Honorable Kerry Cyganiewicz opened the meeting at 6:35pm. In attendance were the Honorable Mark Landry, Honorable Jason Johnson, and Honorable John Marsi.   Also present was Jonathan Ruda, Town Administrator, Michele Randazzo, Town Counsel and Michelle Jervis, Administrative Secretary.  Honorable Steven Sullivan was absent.  
2.  Approval of Minutes: - John Marsi motioned to approve the minutes of July 10, 2023.  Jason Johnson seconded.  Unanimous 4-0.

3.  Reappointments:
Chief Karlowicz submitted a reappointment letter for Reserve Officer Robbie L’Heureux.  He completed his Bridge Academy and is in the process of getting certified by the Massachusetts Police Standards and Training Commission.  Jason Johnson motioned to reappoint Reserve Officer Robbie L’Heureux as a reservist with a term to expire December 31, 2023.  Unanimous 4-0. 
4. . New Business: 

Open Meeting Law Requirement – Michele Randazzo explained the need to publicly disclose when meetings are being recorded to conform to the Open Meeting Law.  Going forward all Boards, Committees and Commissions are required to disclose as a regular agenda item, when their meeting is being recorded.  This stemmed from the state receiving several open meeting law complaints.  John Marsi motioned that the Board officially acknowledge that according to the Open Meeting Law it is required to publicly disclose when meeting are being recorded and directs the Town Administrator to issue a memo to all boards, committees and commissions requiring such acknowledgement to appear on all future board, committee and commission agendas, as part of the Call to Order, and to be read by the Chair.  Jason Johnson seconded.  Unanimous 4-0. 

Kerry Cyganiewicz motioned to authorize Town Counsel, in consultation with the Town Administrator, to prepare and send a written response to this Open Meeting Law complaint from Patrick Higgins, dated July 12, 2023, consistent with the Board’s discussion.  Jason Johnson seconded.  Unanimous 4-0. 
Vote to accept sale of Bonds – Richard Carmignani, Treasurer/Collector, prepared the bonds for signature.  These bonds were for various multiple projects.  Mark Landry read the motion:
I, Mark Landry, the Clerk of the Board of Selectmen of the Town of Dudley, Massachusetts (the “Town”), certify that at a meeting of the board held July 24, 2023, of which meeting all members of the board were duly notified and at which a quorum was present, the following votes were unanimously passed, all of which appear upon the official record of the board in my custody:

Voted:  that the sale of the $3,085,000 General Obligation Municipal Purpose Loan of 2023 Bonds of the Town dated August 1, 2023 (the “Bonds”), to SWBC Investment Services, LLC at the price of $3,310,417.32 and accrued interest, if any, is hereby approved and confirmed.  The Bonds shall be payable on August 1 of the years and in the principal amounts and bear interest at the respective rates, as follows:

Further Voted:  that in connection with the marketing and sale of the Bonds, the preparation and distribution of a Notice of Sale and Preliminary Official Statement dated July 11, 2023, and a final Official Statement dated July 18, 2023 (the “Official Statement”), each in such form as may be approved by the Town Treasurer, be and hereby are ratified, confirmed, approved and adopted.

Further Voted:  that the Bonds shall be subject to redemption, at the option of the Town, upon such terms and conditions as are set forth in the Official Statement.

Further Voted:  that the Town Treasurer and the Board of Selectmen be, and hereby are, authorized to execute and deliver a continuing disclosure undertaking in compliance with SEC Rule 15c2-12 in such form as may be approved by bond counsel to the Town, which undertaking shall be incorporated by reference in the Bonds for the benefit of the holders of the Bonds from time to time.

Further Voted:  that we authorize and direct the Town Treasurer to establish post issuance federal tax compliance procedures and continuing disclosure procedures in such forms as the Town Treasurer and bond counsel deem sufficient, or if such procedures are currently in place, to review and update said procedures, in order to monitor and maintain the tax-exempt status of the Bonds and to comply with relevant securities laws.

Further Voted: ‎ that any certificates or documents relating to the Bonds ‎‎(collectively, the ‎‎“Documents”), may ‎be ‎executed in several counterparts, each of which ‎‎shall be regarded as an original and all of which ‎‎shall constitute one and ‎the same ‎document; delivery of an executed counterpart of a signature ‎‎page ‎to a Document by ‎electronic mail in a “.pdf” file or by other ‎electronic transmission shall be ‎as effective ‎as ‎delivery of a manually ‎executed counterpart signature page to such Document; and ‎electronic ‎‎signatures on any of the Documents shall be deemed original signatures for ‎the ‎‎purposes of the ‎Documents and all matters relating thereto, having the ‎same legal effect ‎as ‎original signatures‎.‎

Further Voted:  that each member of the Board of Selectmen, the Town Clerk and the Town Treasurer be and hereby are, authorized to take any and all such actions, and execute and deliver such certificates, receipts or other documents as may be determined by them, or any of them, to be necessary or convenient to carry into effect the provisions of the foregoing votes.

I further certify that the votes were taken at a meeting open to the public, that no vote ‎‎‎was taken by secret ballot, that a notice stating the place, date, time and agenda for the meeting ‎‎‎‎(which agenda included the adoption of the above votes) was filed with the Town Clerk and a ‎‎‎copy thereof posted in a manner conspicuously visible to the public at all hours in or on the ‎‎‎municipal building that the office of the Town Clerk is located or, if applicable, in accordance ‎‎‎with an alternative method of notice prescribed or approved by the Attorney General as set forth in 940 CMR 39.03(2)(b), at least 48 hours, not including Saturdays, Sundays and legal holidays, prior to the time of the meeting and remained so posted t the time of the meeting, that no deliberations or decision in connection with the sale of the Bonds were taken in executive session, all in accordance with G.L c.30A,§§18-25, as amended.  Dated July 24, 2023, Mark Landry , Clerk of the Board of John Marsi seconded.  Unanimous 4-0.

Adjournment:  - Jason Johnson motioned to adjourn at 6:53pm.   Mark Landry seconded.  Unanimous 4-0.
