1. Open Meeting, Call to Order, Pledge of Allegiance:

 The Honorable John Marsi opened the meeting at 6:35pm.  He disclosed that the meeting will not be recorded.  In attendance were the Honorable Mark Landry, Honorable Steven Sullivan, and Honorable Jason Johnson.   Also present were Jonathan Ruda, Town Administrator and Michelle Jervis, Administrative Secretary.  The Honorable Kerry Cyganiewicz arrived at 6:15pm.
2.  Acceptance of Minutes:  Mark Landry motioned to approve the minutes of  October 2, 2023.  Jason Johnson seconded.  Unanimous 4-0.  
3.  New Business: 
Trick or Treat – Mark Landry motioned to hold Trick or Treat on Tuesday, October 21, 2023 from 5:00pm to 7:00pm.  Jason Johnson seconded.  Unanimous 4-0.
Jeff Murray – National Grid request for a Grant Easement to supply power to the solar array on the landfill, 7 Indian Road.  Mr. Murray stated that National Grid will be putting up a new pole and anchors and this is a formality with National Grid.  Mark Landry motioned to accept the Grant of Easement with National Grid and the Town of Dudley.  Jason Johnson seconded.  Vote 3-0-1 with Steven Sullivan abstaining.

Town Meeting Warrant – Jon Ruda explained the free cash number to the Board.  The motion for Article 7 will be to deposit $406,217.95 from free cash into the Stabilization Account and $799,458.92 into the Capital Improvement Stabilization Account.  The board read the articles with no discussion.  

Modify Board of Selectmen meeting dates:  Mark Landry motioned to cancel the November 27, 2023 and December 11, 2023 meetings as recommended by the Town Administrator.  Jason Johnson seconded.  Unanimous 4-0.

5.    Departmental Communication:
Jeff Murray stated that St. Anthony Rd has bee paved with the necessary drainage work completed.  They will be working on Tobin Farms Estate in the spring.  Also Tighe & Bond submitted another application to the Shared Streets grant for further expansion of the Airport Road project.  

Chief Kochanowski stated that he received a grant from Homeland Security for a pick up truck.  All thanked him for his grant writing skills.  

Kerry Cyganiewicz arrived at 6:15pm. 

Chief Karlowicz stated that Officer Pacheco has completed his course for ACO and he will give the Board an update soon.
